1. The Livestock Committee and Superintendent have the authority to disqualify any exhibitor for violations of the 
rules.  
  

2. Exhibitors must bring entries through the Livestock gate (West of main gate across from Wal-Mart). Animals will not be 
allowed to come through the East gate. All rabbits must arrive on Monday, August 18th, 2025, between 7:00 am - 12:00 
pm and be in place no later than 12:00 pm. No exhibit may be removed until Sunday, August 24th, 2025.  

  
3. All exhibitors must provide feed and water cans for their rabbits and wire them in place. The feeding and watering must 

be completed by the exhibitor throughout the fair week.  Rabbits will be released Sunday, August 24th, 2025. 
  

4. Entry fees for each rabbit - $3.00 
 

5. If there are less than three (3), they will fall into an AOB class 
  

6. Each rabbit must have a legible tattoo in the left ear. If the tattoo cannot be read your animal will not be shown. It is the 
exhibitor’s responsibility to get their rabbits to the show table.  
  

7. Classification will be done by breed, weight and age. They will be judged according to the ARBA standards per breed. A fur 
class will be also judged accordingly, and the rabbit must be entered in its regular class.  
 

8. The superintendent has the authority to disqualify any exhibitor for violations of any show rules. If any sick animals are 
observed the exhibitor will be called to take the animal home. The best care will be taken for the security and safety of 
your animals. The VFMC will not be held responsible for fire or theft.

● Ribbons for 1st through 6th place in respective class at the Judge’s discretion 

 
1. Entry Fees for meat pen is $10.00 per pen. Online Entries are Due July 27th, 2025.   
 
2. The Livestock Committee and Superintendent have the authority to disqualify any exhibitor for 

violations of the rules. 
 
3. Exhibitors must bring entries through the Livestock gate (West of main gate across from Wal-Mart). Animals 

will not be allowed to come through the East gate. All rabbits must arrive on Monday, August 18th, 2025,  
between 7:00 am - 12:00 pm and be in place no later than 12:00 pm. No exhibit may be removed until Sunday, 
August 24th, 2025.  

 
4. Only the Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Rabbit Meat Pen will be considered for the sale. 
 
5. Meat pens must not be over 10 weeks of age and not weigh over 5.5 lbs. The date of birth must be written on 

the entry form. 
  

6. A maximum of 3 pens per exhibitor is allowed. 
 
7. A meat pen consists of 3 fryers.  
 
8. All rabbits must be owned and cared for by the exhibitor by the tag day of the fair year. Fryers must not be 
over 

10 weeks of age and not weigh over 5.5 lbs. The date of birth must be written on the entry form.  
 
9. All exhibitors must provide feed and water cans for their rabbits and wire them in place. The feeding and 
watering 

must be completed by the exhibitor throughout the fair week.  Rabbits will be released Sunday, August 24th, 
2024. 

  
10. Meat pens will arrive with all other small animal species on Monday, August 18th, 2025 between 7:00 am - 12:00 

pm.   
  

11. Pen will be weighed about 30 minutes after entries close.   
  

12. Please check poultry/rabbit barn for any notices, dates, and times.
